Crossbows by design, use a bow string and shoot projec  at high rates of speed and should only be used by 
those that have completed a Hunter’s Safety Course or trained by a quali d professional. Always use cau on 
to keep all parts of body and clothing out of path of bow string and cables. High speed moving bow strings can 
cause serious injury if contact occurs such as nger and thumb amputa on. Know your target. Projec les that do 
not remain on target can cause serious injury or death. Wear safety glasses when cocking, loading and shoo ng 
any crossbow.

ANTI-DRY FIRE RELEASE MECHANISM:
Mechanism prevents crossbow from ring when there is no arrow/bolt loaded in crossbow.

OPERATION OF MANUAL SAFETY (RUSH 380 MODEL): 

Even though crossbow is equipped with auto engaging safety, always check to assure 
safety is in ‘SAFE’ posi on when crossbow is in cocked posi on.
Always keep crossbow safety in ‘SAFE’ posi on un l ready to shoot.

OR BROADHEAD.

INSPECTING CROSSBOW ARROWS/BOLTS:
Always inspect arrow prior to every shot. View www.safearrow.info for in ons on how to inspect arrows.  
Damage can occur from impacts with hard objects, other arrows or  being shot into a game animal.  A damaged 
arrow can break upon shot resul ng in injury to you, bystanders and damage crossbow.  
1. Slowly run your ngers along en  length of arrow and nock, feeling and looking for bends, cracks, nicks, cuts, 

fractures, splits, dents or other marks that could indicate damage.  If damaged or suspect damage do not shoot 
arrow.

2. b arrow above point and below nock, then  arrow (bending away from you and others) with 0.5 to 1 inch 
d on and listen for cracking noises.  Repeat 5 or 6 mes rota ng arrow between each  If you feel or 
hear cracking, arrow has been damaged.  Do not shoot arrow.

3. While holding both ends of arrow, twist sha  in both d ons.  If arrow relaxes or twists easily, arrow has been 
damaged.  Do not shoot arrow. 

4. Always check all arrow components prior to shoo ng.  Tighten loose components. Loose components can cause 
unbalanced ight and may p l dry re crossbow.  

CROSSBOW ARROW/BOLT SAFETY:
Only use arrow(s) with half moon nocks.
Only use nished arrow(s) (arrow and point) weighing at least 370 grains and minimum 
length 20 inches. Under weight arrows can damage crossbow.
Failure to follow these instruc ons can result in serious injury or death! 

Always inspect arrow(s) before every shot for damage including but not limited to 
bends, cracks, nicks, cuts, fractures, damaged nock, missing insert or point.  DO NOT

#5 Even though safety automa cally engages 
when cocked, make certain crossbow is in 
‘SAFE’ po on (back po on furthest from 
string).

#1 Loading Arrow – Keeping hand in ‘safe hand area’ place 
a Killer In ® recommended crossbow arrow into 

ight groove on top of barrel (odd color vane down) 
into ight groove ensuring curve of nock matches curve 
of string.

Increase distance to 20 yards and ne tune scope.  
Con nue shoo ng at add onal yardages using lower 
scope   Lower  are for greater distances.

NOTE: Each r le line represents approximately 
10 yard increments (using 390 grain total arrow 
weight). This may vary with a rmarket arrows 
and di erent weight ld  / broadheads.
SHOOTING TIP: For increased accuracy and 

hter groups, follow through with your shot by 
watching arrow hit target through scope.

LOADING AND SHOOTING:

UNLOADING CROSSBOW:
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UNLOADING CROSSBOW:
Recommended and safest way to unload crossbow is to re arrow into suitable target or rock-free ground. ing 
into ground, make sure ground is not frozen or hard and shoot at point approximately 4 to 5 feet in front of you at 45 
degree angle.  Firing at greater distances may result in lost arrow in dirt or ricochet.
TIME ALLOWED TO KEEP CROSSBOW COCKED:
Crossbow can remain cocked 12 hours.  Do not leave crossbow cocked overnight or when transpor ng.

Always use KILLER INSTINCT® recommended arrow to unload crossbow.
Do not de-cock crossbow by hand, with cocking rope, crank cocker or by any other 
means other than shoo ng an arrow or appropriate discharge arrow.

Always keep crossbow safety in ‘SAFE’ posi on un l ready to shoot.
Always keep thumb, ngers and any other body appendages below and away from 

ight rail, string, barrel, cables and cams.
Never shoot without arrow or arrow ly next to string.
